Elks and Royal Purple Fund for Children

Dear Provincial Association Executive Members, Brothers and Sisters and Honored Guests,

As we gather once again in fellowship and service at our Provincial Association Conferences, it is a pleasure and privilege to

update you on the ongoing work and exciting developments within the Elks and Royal Purple Fund for Children. The National
Charities Committee continues to be deeply inspired by your unwavering dedication, generosity, and commitment, all of which
empower our collective efforts to improve the lives of countless Canadian children and families.

Recent Initiatives: Development of the Junior Elks Program

Over the past months, the Charities Committee has been actively engaged in several significant projects and initiatives aimed
at amplifying our reach and effectiveness. Notably, we have continued to further develop the Junior Elks Program—a new
cornerstone initiative designed to boost youth engagement, encourage community involvement, and expand the visibility of
our charitable efforts.

The Junior Elks Program has been meticulously developed through collaboration with the Marketing and Branding Committee,
past Grand Exalted Rulers, and consultations with Provincial Association Presidents across Canada. With help from these
stakeholders, we are preparing a presentation at National Convention in Langley which will include a full outline of the
program, and the information and financial grants available to Lodges who wish to participate in the program for membership
approval. The feedback from provincial leaders underscores the enthusiasm surrounding this program, emphasizing hands-on
support and collaboration with local schools and youth organizations to ensure its success.

We must also acknowledge and extend our heartfelt gratitude to South Vancouver Lodge No. 55, whose generous funding has
made this initiative possible.

Enhanced Provincial Program Support
In a positive development reflecting prudent financial stewardship, our investment income has notably exceeded expectations.
As a result, the Charities Committee, in collaboration with Provincial Presidents, approved a one-time funding increase of 25%
for each of the five provincial programs we proudly support:

1 BC Family Hearing Resource Society (British Columbia)

T Institute for Stuttering Treatment and Research (ISTAR, Alberta)
1 SPARC (Saskatchewan)

T Central Speech and Hearing Clinic (Manitoba)

T VOICE for Deaf and Hard of Hearing Children (Ontario)

This increase translates to an additional $2,500 for each program, boosting their annual support from $10,000 to $12,500.
These funds represent more than financial assistance—they symbolize our shared commitment to ensuring equitable and
impactful care for every child in need.

We have asked that the Provincial Presidents play a vital role in distributing these funds, emphasizing local awareness and
the positive impact of our combined efforts.

Communication Enhancements and Member Engagement

We are excited to share the development of the Elks and Royal Purple Fund for Children Booklet. Designed to raise
awareness and engagement within our membership and beyond, the booklet highlights success stories, outlines funding
processes, and showcases our ongoing impact. Each lodge will receive copies for distribution, ensuring every member is
informed and inspired by the incredible work made possible through their contributions.

these events when possible—they are both rewarding and fun experiences.

Memorable visit to La Ronge Elks Lodge #554
One memorable visit was to La Ronge, where | was accompanied by two Past Grands and the Grand Lecturing Knight. The
Exalted Ruler organized a tour showcasing the organizations they support within their surrounding community.
Highlights included:

T Children North Program: Contributions from La Ronge Elks, Sask. Elks Foundation, and Fund for Children enabled
an audiologist to test hearing and speech for 127 children.
Hospital Expansion: Elks committed $50,000 for long-term care expansion and potential equipment purchases.
La Ronge Ice Wolves Players’ Lounge: A donated space fostering team building.
Ty House: A van funded by Elks for intellectually challenged adults.
Air Ronge Indigenous Band Community Center and Gordon Dene School Calming Room: Both supported by
Elks donations.

T Fairgrounds: Hosting annual fairs funded through concessions and wristband sales.

T Food Bank: Supported over the past decade.
| had the privilege of presenting service awards, including a 50-year charter member award, a 90th anniversary certificate to
Nipawin Elks Lodge, and a 70th anniversary certificate to Indian Head Elks and Indian Head Royal Purple Elks.
The Provincial Executive has had a busy year. At the Walk-a-Thon, the Executive approved hiring Certified Public
Accountants (CPA) to conduct an operational review of the Sask. Elks office and the governance of the Sask. Elks
Association. Eugene Hartter was appointed to collaborate with the CPA team. Much time and work were dedicated to this
process. Based on their findings and subsequent meetings, many changes have been made and will be made to the
Saskatchewan Elks Administrative Office. One decision was to remove the current Executive Administrator from her duties.
As a result, Cheryl Simes was been hired as interim Executive Administrator while the search for a permanent administrator is
underway.

At midterm meetings in January, the Provincial Executive passed a motion for the proceeds of the Lottery over the
next three years to support the Sparc Program at Jim Pattison Hospital. These funds will help build a sound booth. The
Executive kindly requests your support in buying tickets and spreading awareness about the Lottery and its contributions.

The Lodges of District No. 1 of the Elks of Canada—serving communities including Hudson Bay, Star City, Nipawin, Melfort,
and Arborfield—continue to exemplify the spirit of fellowship and service that has defined the Elks for generations. These
lodges, each with their own character and strengths, work year-round to support local causes, bring people together, and
maintain strong ties to their towns.

Hudson Bay Elks Lodge #456

Star City Elks Lodge #172

Serving the community since 1927, the Star City Elks have long been known for their monthly brunches, which are as much
about fellowship as they are fundraising. These events, well-attended and affordable, bring together people of all ages and
support the lodge’s continued service in the town.

Star City’s residents deeply value the presence and contribution of their Elks lodge, seeing it as a thread in the social fabric
that binds the town together.

Nipawin Elks Lodge #251 & Royal Purple Elks #67

In Nipawin, the Elks and Royal Purple lodges work in tandem to host frequent and diverse events. From community bingos to
breakfast fundraisers and seasonal celebrations, their calendar is a busy one.

Events like the June bingo night, which saw strong participation and significant prize payouts, illustrate how central the lodges
are to local entertainment and fundraising. Their collaboration ensures a wide impact—from youth engagement to senior
outreach.

Melfort Elks Lodge #89

Chartered in 1924, Melfort Elks Lodge has played a steady and impactful role in town life for over a century. Among its popular
activities is the Kids’ Toy Bingo, a family-friendly event that continues to grow in popularity and is now considered a staple of
community events in Melfort.

In 2025, Melfort will proudly host the Provincial Elks Golf Tournament from July 4—6, drawing members from across
Saskatchewan. This event will not only highlight the lodge’s organizational capabilities but also showcase the vibrant spirit of
District No. 1.

Arborfield Elks Lodge

Though more quietly active, the Arborfield Elks Lodge continues to participate in its own way. Occasional raffle draws signal
that the lodge remains engaged with its community, quietly raising funds and staying involved even if more discreetly than
others in the district. While direct contact has been limited, their contribution is still appreciated and felt.

Conclusion

From the regular bustle of pancake breakfasts in Hudson Bay and Star City, to the civic contributions of Nipawin, the family
focus in Melfort, and the subtle persistence in Arborfield, the lodges of District No. 1 represent resilience, tradition, and
meaningful community engagement. Together, they uphold the values of the Elks of Canada, serving as both guardians of the
past and beacons for the future.

District #2 — Brother Grant Ursaki

| have not been able to visit any Lodges this year, but | have spoken to most of them.
Canwood Elks and Canwood RPE are both operating well, supporting their local community with their community calendar,
bowling alley, and many other smaller functions and activities. The Canwood Elks report having attracted several new,
younger, members, while the Canwood RPE reports that it is difficult to attract younger members and, with only nine members
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remaining in their Lodge, they're doing their best to keep active. One thing both Lodges noted was that it is very financially
challenging to support the Grand Lodge and Provincial dues, as they cannot charge their members the $78.00 it would take
just to break even, with the Lodge getting no financial support from the dues to help them keep operating, and it acts to
dissuade new members from joining.

Prince Albert Elks are still operating and membership changes have been very active, with several new members joining, but,
sadly, also several IRs being issued due to non-payment of dues. Again, the Lodge gets nothing from the dues they are able
to charge, and, in fact, loses $8.00 per member per year. Prince Albert RPE are also still operating, and are quite active in
supporting three young people with speech/hearing difficulties.

The La Ronge Elks are quite active in their community, organizing and running the annual La Ronge summer exhibition/fair,
an annual fishing derby, and, this year, a golf tournament.

The Paddockwood Elks, sadly, have ceased operations and closed out their bank accounts, and are in the process of
returning their Charter to Grand Lodge.

All of the Lodges (except for La Ronge, because of the distance involved) take part in supporting the monthly District 2
Dialysis Bingo in Prince Albert, which was originally formed to provide financial support for dialysis treatment at the Vic
Hospital in Prince Albert at a time when the only care option for people in P.A. and further North was travelling to Saskatoon
twice or more per week for treatment. It now supports mental health care at the Vic, and other health-related needs in the
home communities of the member Lodges. Even members of the former lodges in Big River still come out to support this
bingo. Members age, however, is catching up with all the participating Lodges and it is uncertain how much longer this bingo
will be able to continue.

Saskatchewan Elks Foundation Report

The Foundation continues to carry on its work, making funds available for donation, maintaining our Senior Homes and all
round being prudent with our financial accounts. Our resources are sufficient for our current standing but the unexpected
can arise. Brother Ron has more to state in his report about the unexpected.

However, we are aware that changes had to be made. Our tried and true methods were suddenly being challenged! It
began with our structure and responsibilities of the Executive and the practices/duties of our Executive Administrator. We
endeavored to develop and Policies and Procedures Manual for our employee. We recognized that we had a very young
Provincial Executive. We sought to find a way to modernize our systems, to help our leaders grow as leaders, to meet their
responsibilities as individuals and as part of a team charged with over-seeing a million-dollar budget, and carrying on the
legacies of our predecessors in our 96-year history in Saskatchewan and 112 years nationally.

At the Walk-a-thon meeting in October a motion was passed to hire outside expertise. A budget was set. Investigations
began with the aid of legal counsel to find a firm to meet our needs. Tanya Budd and Associates was the final choice. They
immediately began a review of our Constitution, of our ways of doing things, becoming familiar with who we are and what
we do! A plan was agreed by all parties and we began. At all times, decisions were made by the entire Executive after full
discussion. Actions taken were agreed to by all members of the Executive, not by the word of any individual member!!!
One of the first changes was to implement on-line banking. We economically had no choice. Just the cost of mailing
cheques became prohibitive. Another was for leadership to become more involved in the budgetary process. A Policy and
Procedures Manual is under analysis. Plans are to hold seminars and training events for executive members, making them
more aware of their duties and responsibilities. All this and more are a result of the investigations and analysis of Ms. Budd
and her people. There is more to come!

A couple things to add. One is that statistics show that our members are Not overwhelmingly buying Trucks and Bucks
tickets. Make sure for next year to remind them especially because of our plan to build a sound booth for SPARC at the
Children’s Hospital. All proceeds from the next three lotteries are to be designated for this $200,000 project.

Secondly, we received no applications for assistance this year. Is there no one in need? News reports must be wrong.
Remind our lodges that we provide money to help. Lodges can apply for help with their community projects also.

As | reach my conclusion, | am hopeful that Brother Andy will be attendance at our conference and that he is willing to again
be part of our Board of Directors. At the very least, Andy: Good to see you. Our prayers have been answered!

Half of the these are now replaced however, we need to replace the 5
remaining 64-year-old lines in the very near future. The cost has ballooned to $17,754.91 a unit. At today’s rate that's
$88,774.91 for all five. The other day we put a video camera down the ones left to record the state they are in. They are not
in very good shape. At least one needs immediate replacement. They could only get the camera out about half way. The
pipe has collapsed to the point that a golf ball would likely not pass through.

1. ORGANTZATION

The Saskatchewan Elks Association is a non-profit entity. The association sponsors events to
provide for charitable needs of Saskatchewan. Saskatchewan Elks Association is a non-profit
organization within the meaning of the Canadian Income Tax Act. As & non-profit
organization, the association is not subject to Income taxes.

Z. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial stalements were prepared in accordance with Canadian accounting standards for
not-for-profit organizations and include the following significant accounting pelicies:

Financial fnstrumenis

The association initially measures its financial assets and liabilities at fair value adjusted by,
in the case of a financial instrument that will not be measured subsequently at fair value, the
amaunt of transaction costs directly attributable to the instrument.

The association subsequently measures all financial assets and financial liabilities at
amortized cost except for investments in equity instruments that are quoted in an active
market. which are measured at fair value. Changes in fair value are recognized in excess of
revenue over expenditures for the yvear.

Financial assets measured at amortized cost include cash, Manulife Bank savings account,
guaranteed investment certiflicate and accounts receivable.

Financial labilitics measured at amortized cost include aceounts payable and accrued
liabilities.

Financial assels measured at cost are tested for impairment when there are indicators of
impairment. The amount of any write-down is recognized in excess of revenue over
expenditures for the year. The previously recognized impairment loss may be reversed to the
extent of the improvement, directly or by adjusting an allowance account, provided it is no
greater than the amount that would have been reported at the date of the reversal had the
impairment not been recognized previously. The amount of the reversal is recognized in
excess of revenue over expenditures for the vear.

Revenue Recognifion

The association follows the deferral method of accounting for contributions, Restricted
contributions are recognized as revenue in the year in which the related expenditures are
incurred. Unrestricted contributions, which includes the per capita levy, are recognized as
revenue when received or receivable if the amount to be received can be reasonably estimated
and collection is reasonably assured. The granmt from Sask Sport Imc. is recognized in
accordance with the terms of the grant.

Dopated Marerials and Services

The association benefits from the donation of materials and services from its members. These
financial statements do not reflect the value of these donations in kind since a fair value
cannot be reasonably estimated.

Tangible Capital Assets and Depreciation

Tangible capital assets are recorded al cost and amortized over their estimated useful lives.
This requires estimation of the useful life of the asset and its salvage and residual value.
When management considers that a tangible capital asset no longer contribules to the
association's ability to provide services, its carrving amount is written down to its residual
value. As is true of all accounting estimates, it is possible that changes in future conditions
could require changes in the recognized amounts for accounting cstimates. Should an
adjustment become necessary, it would be reported in earnings in the period in which it
became known.

Depreciation of equipment is caleulated using the straight-line method at 10% per annum.
Depreciation on assets acquired during the vear is recorded at the full annual rate. There is no
depreciation recorded in the year of disposal.

Lixe of Estimates

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with Canadian accounting standards
for not-for-profit organizations requires management 1o make estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported amounts of assets and liakilities at the date of the financial statements and
the reported amounts of revenne and expenditures during the year. Significant items subject to
estimate and assumption include the estimated wseful lives of tanpible capital assets.

1. THE ORGANTZATION

The Saskatchewan Elks Foundation Corp. exists to promote and support the needs ol the
individual and the community at large through a wvariety of programs and services. The
corporation is incorporated under the MNon-Profit Corporations Act for the Province of
Saskatchewan and is a charitable organization under the Canadian Tncome Tax Act,

2. BIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial statements were prepared in accordance with Canadian accounting standards for
not-for-profit organizations and include the following significant accounting policies:

Financial fuseruments

The corporation initially measures its financial assets and liabilities at fair value adjusted by,
in the case of a financial instrument that will not be measured subsequently at fair value, the
amount of transaction costs directly attributable to the instrument,

The corporation subsequently measures all financial assets and financial liabilities at
amortized cost except for investments in equity instruments that are quoted in an active
market, which are measured at fair value. Changes in fair value are recognized in excess
(deficiency) of revenue over expenditures for the vear.

Financial assets measured at amortized cost include cash, accounts receivable and long-term
investments.

Financial liabilities measured at amortized cost include accounts payable and accrued
liabilitics, damage deposits, Elks Lodge trust funds and long-term debt.

Financial assets measured at cost are tested for impairment when there are indicators of
impaimment. The amount of any write-down is recognized in excess (deficiency) of revenue
over expenditures for the year. The previously recognized impairment loss may be reversed to
the extent of the improvement, directly or by adjusting an allowance account, provided it is no
greater than the amount that would have been reported at the date of the reversal had the
impairment not been recognized previcusly. The amount of the reversal is recognized in
excess (deficiency) of revenue over expenditures for the year.

Tangible Capival Assets and Depreciation

Tangible capital assets are recorded at cost and amortized over their estimated useful lives.
This requires estimation of the useful life of the asset and its salvage and residual value.
When management considers that a tangible capital asset no longer contributes to the
corporation’s ability to provide services, ils camrying amount is written down to its residual
value, As is true of all accounting estimates, it is possible that changes in future conditions
could require changes in the recognized amounts for accounting estimates. Should an
adjustment become necessary, it would be reported in earnings in the period in which it
became known.

Depreciation of tangible capital assets is caleulated using the straight-line method at the
following annual rates:

Buildings 2.5%
Fumiture and equipment 1%
Computer equipment 25%

Depreciation on assets acquired during the year is recorded at the full annual rate. There is no
depreciation recorded in the year of disposal.

Fund Accouniing

Saskatchewan Elks Foundation Corp. follows the restricted fund method of accounting for
contributions.

General Fund

The general fund reflects the primary operations of the corporation including program
delivery and administrative activities. This fund reporis unrestricted resources.

Senior Homes

Senior homes reflects the housing operations of the corporation. This fund reports
unrestricted resources.

Capital Fund

The capital fund reports assets, liabilities, revenue and expenditures related to the
corporation's tangible capital assets.

Revenue Recognition

Restricted contributions related to general operations are recognized as revenue of the general
fund in the wear in which the related expenditures are incurred. All other restricted
contributions are recognized as revenue of the appropriate fund.

Unrestricted contributions are recognized as revenue of the general fund in the vear received
or receivable if the amount to be received can be reasonably estimated and collection is
reasonably assured.

Rental revenue is recognized in senior homes as services are performed if the amount to be
received can be reasonably estimated and collection is reasonably assured. Grant revenne is
recognized according to the terms of the grant if the amount to be received can be reasonably
estimated and collection is reasonably assured and investment income is recognized as
earned. Lottery income is recognized at the completion of the lottery.

Dopated Marerials and Services

The Saskatchewan Elks Foundation Corp. benefits from the donation of materials and
services from its members. These financial statements do not reflect the value of these
donations in kind since a fair value cannot be reasonably estimated.

7. FORGIVABLE LAOANS

The corporation received a forgivable loan June 1, 2009 in the amount of $583_ 200 from
Saskatchewan Housing Corporation.

At December 31,
2024, the unforgiven portion of the original loan advanced is $23,751.

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124. RESOLUTI ONS / RULES OF ORDER
1. RESOLUTI ONS

Unless otherwise provided, all resolutions to be considered by the Association at its Conference are

to be received at the Provincial Office no later than April 30th. Resolutions must be compiled and

circulated to the Lodges to be received no later than four weeks prior to the Provincial Conference.

The resolutions will be printed in the Report Booklet which is presented to all Delegates upon

registering at the Conference. Those resolutions not received in the allotted time shall be handled

as per Grand Lodge Constitution and By-Laws. All resolutions received are to be turned over to

the Judiciary Committee for proper processing and presentation. ( 1 9)9 8

The following rules shall apply to these resolutions:

1. Resolutions that do not pertain to By-Laws require a simple majority vote of those
present and voting to pass.

2. Resolutions pertaining to By-laws which have been circulated 60 days in advance
require a 2/3 (66 2/3%) majority vote of those present and voting to pass.

3. Resolutions not properly received by the Provincial Office 30 days in advance for
printing in the Conference Booklet must be presented in writing and the following is
required:

1 The Proposer must have permission from the chair to circulate any literature.
1 Asimple majority vote by the delegates is required to allow presentation of the
resolution.
1 A3/4 (75%) majority vote by the voting delegates is required to pass the
resolution.
1 Printing costs are the responsibility of the Proposer. (200 9)
2 . RULES OF ORDER

Nothing can be circulated without the permission of the Chairperson.

2. Approved Resolutions must be Moved & Seconded from the floor.

3. When a delegate wishes to speak, he shall proceed to one of the microphones
provided for that purpose. When recognized by the Chairperson he shall give his
Name and Lodge Number he is representing and confine his remarks to the question at
issue.

4. Speeches shall be limited to two minutes except when moving a resolution, when the

delegate shall be allowed five minutes.

A delegate shall not interrupt another unless to call a Point of Order.

If a delegate is called to order, the delegate shall yield the floor until the question of

order has been decided.

7. Avote shall be taken by a show of hands or, at the option of the Chair, by standing
vote. A vote shall be counted if requested from the floor by any two delegates.

8. The Chairperson shall not vote on any question, except in the case of a tie. In that
event the Chairperson shall cast the deciding vote.

9. Two amendments to a motion.

10.Members are only allowed to speak on a motion once except for a mover who is
allowed to speak last on a motion.

11.Delegates may leave the room without permission from the chair for good reason.

12.Points of Order will be decided by the Chairperson.

13.When a Presiding Officer wishes to recess or reopen a session that he/she call up the
assembly with three raps of the gavel, and instructs the assembly to stand at the sign
of Fidelity when the Bible is being attended (closed or opened).
